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The enameled wire stripping machine provided by the utility model comprises: 1. The
setting of the through-hole in the center of the rotating shaft enables the enameled wire to
pass through the through-hole and strip the paint continuously in multiple sections. 2. The
setting of the transmission assembly reserves enough paint stripping space for the through-
hole of the rotating shaft.
